Official Health Schemes
CM/SM - Chiari-like malformation/syringomyelia - mismatch in size
between brain (too big) and skull (too short) causing pain and
neurological signs/pockets of fluid in the spinal cord 
MVD - mitral valve disease - early onset leaking heart valve, can
cause heart failure

DNA tests relevant to breed 
CC/DE - Curly Coat/ Dry Eye - Severe and painful condition affecting
skin, nails, eyes
Episodic Falling Syndrome - Exercise-induced neurological disorder
Degenerative Myelopathy (DM) - Hind leg weakness/paralysis

Other  diseases - no current health scheme or DNA test available
Brachycephaly (shortened face) - can cause difficulty breathing and
cooling
Ear infections - more likely in dogs with long, hairy ears
Epilepsy and other neurological conditions 
Luxating patella - abnormal kneecap causing pain & lameness
Pancreatitis  (inflammation of the pancreas) - can become 
acute and painful
