Official Health Schemes 
Gonioscopy tests for primary glaucoma - a progressive eye disease leading to
blindness
Hip dysplasia - abnormal formation of the hip joint - pain and lameness 

DNA tests relevant to breed 
PRA - Progressive retinal atrophy  - eye disease leading to blindness
FN - Familial nephropathy  - early onset kidney failure
AMS - Acral mutilation syndrome  - dog attacks its own paws
AON - Adult onset neuropathy  - neurological disease causing progressive
weakness in middle age



Other Diseases  - no current health scheme or DNA test available 
Auto immune disease  -  where the dog's immune system attacks its own body in
various ways (particularly autoimmune haemolytic anaemia, where the dog's
immune system attacks its own red blood cells) 
Chronic pancreatitis -recurring inflammation of the pancreas causing pain and
vomiting
